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1. INTRODUCTION

The iMatrix HU44 is a hybrid matrix switcher, which owns 4x4 HDMI seamless matrix,
4x4 USB 3.0 matrix and 8x8 audio matrix. It supports video signals up to 4K@60Hz in
4:4:4 resolution, and features audio embedding and de-embedding, supporting analog
audio input to replace the HDMI audio and separating audio from the HDMI signal for
independent audio and video outputs. It offers four control methods: front panel
buttons, IR, RS-232 and WEB-GUI, to adapt to the user's control needs.
